. All dogs must be current on required vaccinations.

. All dogs must have current City of Muscatine pet license.
. All dogs must be on a leash when not racing.

. Owners are required to clean up after their dog.

. Two "owners" are required for the race—one at the beginning and one at the
end.

. Owners may use toys, food, whistling, calling, or any humane means to get
their dogs to race.

. Dogs will race ina 50-ft straight line in a fenced grassy area. Water will be
available before and after the race.

. First place dogs from each heat will advance to final heat.
. No inhumane treatment will be allowed or tolerated.

. Dogs and owners are expected to be on their best behavior— (no fighting,
biting, bullying).
